Schedule 1.0: Household Consumer Expenditure

The computer scrutiny programme, when applied to the data, points out errors and inconsistencies
that require rnanual inspection. Usually, the programnre does not suggest correction procedures.

If a check fails, the relevant record(s) as indicated in column 6 of the programnrc, along with
check number as in column I of the progranune, will be printed in the list.

Conections made at the stage of computer scrutiny will necessarily involve the exercise of
judgement. Simple, mechanical corection procedures that do not require any judgernent to be
used are not included in this programnrc; they are included, instead, in the computer edit
programme. However, conections should be attempted only if (l) it is obvious that there has been
a mistake and (2) the scrutinising official is reasonably sure as to what the correct figure is.

The work of correction involves looking for obvious mistakes in the schedule, e.g. use of wrcng
unit in recording data, and looking for decimal point errors, column shifting, and other obvious
errors in data entry.

ln all cases, the relevant filled-in schedule should be refened to. If required clarification may be
sought from FOD.

Apart from the scrutiny points given below, checking for all other errors which might occur as a
part ofthe data processing, like, duplicate records, presence ofessential blocks, invalid item codes
etc. arc to be incorporated.

Remark: In column 7 an asterisk mark (*) has been put to indicate that the scrutiny point should
be considered for priority checks.

Blocks 5 to 9 are the blocks for collecting consunpr expenditure data. In these blocks items of
consumption are listed in great detail to minimise reporting enors due to recall lapse. Block l0 ascertains
the houschold's perception on whether is nprrbers get enough to eat. Block ll is a summary of consunpr
expenditure, filled by transfer of certain entries from blocks 3 and 5 to 9.

tt this round, reference perid of 'last 30 days' is being used to collect data for consumption items of
food, Pan, tobacco and intoxicants, fuel and light, miscellaneous goods and services including non-
institutional npdical expenditure, rcnts and taxes. For rest of the items, i.e. clothing, footwear, education,
rnerdical (institutional), and durable goods, however, reference perid of 'last 365 days' has been adopted.

The word "institutional" is used in connection with nredical expenses to convey that theexpenditure
was incurred as in-patient of a hospital, nursing honp or other np.dical institution.

A shoft note on

Schedule 1.0: Household Consumer Exnenditurc

An annual series on household consunpr expenditure was being conducted by NSSO since the 42nd
round (July 1986-June 1987) in the intervening period between successive large-scale quinquennial surveys
on the subject.

The last survey of the annual series was held during the 5?6 round (July 2001 - June 2ffi2). The
present one is being conducted in the 58h round during July to December 2002.

Household consumer expenditure is measurcd as the expenditure incurred by the members of the
household on donrcstic consumption during the reference period. This npans that expenditure on household
enterprise, if any, is excluded. So is expenditure on residential land and building, which is considered as
capital (not consunrer) expenditure.

Recording data on household consumption "during the reference period" requires that (a) the tinrc at
which consurnption of any good or service takes place, and (b) the consumer household, be precisely and
uniquely defined. For items of clothing and footwear, consumption is considered to take place when the item
is brought into first use. However, consumption of second-hand clothing will also be taken into account
against a separate item (Item 374). For other items not belonging to the categories of food (other than cooked
meals), fuel, light, pan, tobacco and intoxicants, consumption is considered to be made at the rnorpnt when
expenditure is made on the item by the household which incurs the expenditure. For items of food (other than
cooked nrcals), fuel, light, pan, tobacco, intoxicants, clothing and footwear, the "final consurpr" household
is considered to perform the act of consumption (and incur "consumer expenditure") and not the household,
if any, which incurs cash or kind expenditure on the item but passes the item on to another household as gift
or charity.

Block 9: Expenditure for purchase and construction (including repair and maintenance) of

durable goods for dorrestic use
Block l0: Perception of household regarding sufficiency of food

Blocls 0 and I are for recording identification particulars of the sample household and Block 2 for
particulars of field operations. Block 3 records important household characteristics, both qualitative (e.g.

household social group, @cupational type, etc.) and quantitative (e.g. household size, covered area). Block 4
records, separately for each household member, demographic particulars (e.9. age, s€x, maxital status,

educational level), particulars of meals taken and activity status with industry code.

1.0 Introducdon: The first nation wide comprehensive survey of physically disabled peruons was
canied out by the National Sample Survey Organisation (NSSO) during the 36t round survey (July -
December, l98l). The next survey on the subject was

and 47- rcund surveys, information was collected on
communication and locomotor - along with the cause of disability, aid/appliance acquired by the
disabled, general and vocational educatimal level of the disabled, erc. In addition, data on
developrnental milestones and behavioural pattern of all children of age 5-14 years, regardless of
whether they were physically disabled or not, were collected.

1.1 In order.to nrcet the data needs for evolving specific suategies and intcrventions during the lOb
Five Year Plan, the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerrrent (MSJE) made a request for
conducting a survey on disability. The need for a detailed survey on disability was strongly felt by
MSJE since its data requirenpnt included not only the number of disabled persons, but also the socio-
economic characteristics of the disabled percons such as their age structure, literacy, vocational
training, enployment, causative factors of disability, age at the onset of disability etc. Keeping in view
the urgent daa need of the MSJE, the Governing Council (GC) of NSSO, decided that the suryey on
disability may also be canied out as a part of NSS 586 round during July - December 2002.

l.zTlrc, GC also decided that the survey of disabled persons will cover persons with nrental disability
apart from the physically disabled persons since there was a rcguest for such infonnation from the
Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment. The decision to include npntal disability in the survey
was taken on the basis of e pre-test of the questions on npntal disability, bxith for the listing and
detailed schedules, carried out in the four cities of Kolkata Mumbai, Hyderabad and Delhi. The
information for different t1ryes of disabilities is to be collected for pensons of all age-groups. Separate
infonnation on the dcveloprrental milestones of children will not be collected. This infonnation was
collectcd in the NSS 47b and 36b rounds through s s€parate schedule 26.1.

Schedule 0.21: Particulars of Slum

l.0Intruduction: The first nation-wide survey on the 'economic condition of slum dwellers in urban
cities' was conducted by the NSSO in its 3lst round (July 1976 - June 1977). The survey was

restricted to (i) all the class - I towns having 1971 census population one lakh or morc and (ii) two
class - II towns viz. Shillong and as carried out in
4gsround(January-June L993), slumisanurban
concept, the working goup on NS ms.

l.l Schedule 0.21has been frarned to collect information on (i) the present condition of the slums
and (ii) change in condition of some facilities available in the slum. This schedule will be canvassed
in urban areas only.

1.2 Information on each slum, notified or non-notified, found in the entire selected first stage units
(fsus) will be collected even if sub-block formation has been resorted to. In sorne cases, a large area

may be a slum and the selected fsu is part of the slum. In such cases, information will relate to the
slum area falling under sample fsu only. However, if the slum is notified, then any part of it covered
in the survey will be considered as a notified slum. It rnay be noted that if a slum cuts across more
than one fsu, all the slum particulars would relate to the part of the slum which falls in the selectpd

fsu.

2.0 Structure of the schedule

2.1 ScheduleO.2I consists of the following six blocks.

Block 0: descriptive identification of sample slum
Block l: identification of sample slum
Block 2: particulars of field operation
Block 3: particulars about slum
Block 4: change in the condition of the slum during the last 5 years
Block 5: remarks by investigator

Blocks 0 and I arc nreant to record the identification of the sclected slum(s); blocks 2, 5 and 6 are for
reporting particulars of field operations, remarks by the investigator and comments by the
supervisory office(s). In blocks 3 and 4, data are to be collected for each slum inside the sclected

fsu.

2.2 Some general features about the slum will be collected in block 3. Infonnation relating to the area

where the slum is located, condition of the road / lane / constructed path within and sunounding the

slunr, and type of basic amenities like electricity, drinking water, sewetage, drainage, garbage

disposal, erc. will be collected in this block. In block 4, information on any improvenrcnt / change in
the condition with respect to sorne anpnities of the slum during the last 5 years will bc collected.

Schedule 3.1

1.0 Infinducdon: The National Sample Survey (NSS) used to collect data on availability of various
infrastructure facilities in the villages more or less regularly till the NSS 22t round (July '67 to June
'68). Thereafrcr such information has been collected only in a few rounds. A detailed suney on
village facilities was conducted by the NSSO during its 47b round. Sonp of the facilities available in
the villages were collected along with the listing operation duing the 52d round also. In'the 58h
Round, information is being collected on village facilities along with sonp information on availability
of facilities for the disabled persons in the villages.

l.l Through this schedule 3.1, it is ainpd to collect information relating to availability of sonrc
general facilities to the villagers like electricity conn@tion, drinking water, government developnrcnt
progranurrcs, etc. and also sonre specified facilities relating to education, health and rehabilitation of
the disabled persons. Information in this schedule will relate to the entire sample village (Panchayat
ward in Kerala) even if hamlet-group formation has becn resorted to. If a facility is available in
general to the villagers, it is considered as a facility. The required information is to be obtained by
contacting the village officials and / or other knowledgeable penon(s). In case they are not awar€ of
the existence of a particular facility, the nearest Block Developnrcnt Officer or other related Agencies
are to be contacted for collection of the relevant information.

Schedule 3.1 is to be canvassed and submitted for each surveyed sanple village.
